This past week, we lost a beloved priest, pastor, and

W friend. Fr. Steve Adrian was ordained exactly 56 years
® ago today — December 8, 1968. He was a man of deep
B faith, immense kindness, and unwavering commitment
to serving others. For decades, he faithfully ministered
to the people of The Church of St. Matthew on St. Paul's West Side. At
Assumption, we too were blessed by Fr. Adrian’s friendship and ministry. For
years, he celebrated daily and weekend Masses and everyone appreciated his
insightful homilies.

We were amazed at his ability to proclaim the Gospel without reading it,
something he could do because of the tremendous amount of time he spent with
the Word of God. He would also fill our lower church whenever he offered
scripture classes.

Fr. Adrian had a passion for Catholic education and worked to make it
accessible to all families. After leading a school at St. Matthew’s for many
years, he was instrumental in the creation of Community of Saints Regional
Catholic School, a legacy that will continue to bear fruit for students and their
families.

Those who knew Fr. Adrian will also remember his wit and humor. Fr. Malone
has some funny stories from their early years serving together at Incarnation in
Minneapolis which included no shortage of pranks on each other and their
pastor. I met Steve when I started here at Assumption, but I always knew he
was a legend. He was nothing but kind and supportive of our entire parish, and
all who knew him experienced his love for life and his ability to connect with
others in genuine, meaningful ways.

It is with gratitude and love that we send Fr. Adrian off with our prayers. His
life was a testament to the Gospel he so faithfully preached. A life lived for
others, especially those in need. We extend our condolences to his family,
many friends, the parishioners of St. Matthew's, the families and friends of
Community of Saints and the whole West Side. We trust that Fr. Adrian is now
enjoying the rewards of a life filled with ministry and friendship.
